Winnipeg troupe nominated for national comedy award

WINNIPEG, CANADA — Winnipeg sketch comedy troupe Hot Thespian Action has been
nominated for a 2011 Canadian Comedy Award in the category of Best Sketch Troupe, with
comedy icon The Second City among the fellow nominees. The award ceremony, taking
place in Toronto in mid-October, is poised to cap off a promising year for the local pvesome
that has already included sold out shows, performances with Canadian comedy legends, and
development of a television pilot.

“2011 has been really exciting for us,” says Shannon Guile, one of the troupe’s members,
“and it’s really only just getting started.”

Performing in their own sold-out headlining show at the 2011 Winnipeg Comedy Festival in
April, Hot Thespian Action was also invited to appear in one of the Festis televised galas,
starring alongside Canadian comedy legends Andrea Martin, Cathy Jones, and Sean Cullen.

Since then, Hot Thespian Action has been busily preparing a “best of” show for the 2011 Win-
nipeg Fringe Festival, entitled A Show of Hands. Using hundreds of online survey responses
from fans, the troupe is choosing the ogreatest hitso from its 4 years of successful Festival
outings, which have included two back-to-back iBest Of Festé designations, in 2009 and
2010.

In addition to preparations for the Fringe, Hot Thespian Action is in the midst of developing a
television pilot, which they hope to see produced in the coming year. Fundraising for the en-
deavour has begun in earnest, with a grassroots online campaign taking shape through the
troupe’s website at www.hotthespianaction.com/pilot.

“The fundraiser is going really well — I think partly because it's not just a donation but a
chance to be a part of something exciting,” explained Garth Merkeley, a member of the
troupe. 0Plus, it doesnit hurt that we sweeten the deal by giving perks for contributing, like
tickets to our Fringe show, t-shirts, or even a part in our TV pilot.6

The fundraising campaign, which runs until the beginning of August 2011, has already
passed its preliminary goal of $5,000.

“I'm pretty optimistic that we can get to our new goal of $10,000 before the end of the fund-
raiser,0 said Merkeley. 0We have some pretty amazing fans!o
